Introducing the dynamic Beni Horvitz, making
his vibrant debut on my work, who not only
lends his energy but also penned and performs

a unique rap stanza on the title track. This song
was composed and is sung in a duet with me




by the incredibly talented Aaron Razel, my
dear, sweet friend. Aaron, I am enraptured
by his beautiful, authentic soul and sheer,
off-the-charts talent. I'm so proud to have
featured Aaron on several of my albums and
my father’s.

Another electrifying "first” on this album:
the high-energy track n"1'03 by the young
and exceptionally talented Nochum Levitan!
Carrying the musical gene & spirit of his
iconic grandfather, Abie Rottenberg, and

his gifted mother, lyricist Baila Levitan,
Nochum delivers a powerful beat with
youthful flair.

Among the prized "firsts," this album
marks the debut of a complete song—Tlyrics

and music entirely composed by my dear
friend, the incomparable Lipa Schmeltzer,
and written expressly for me. This is
complemented by a special duet performance
with the legendary Lipa himself. This
milestone collaboration stands apart from
the Yiddish lyrics he previously contributed
to my productions. Lipa's genius operates
on a different frequency; when tuned in, his
minor inputs resonate as major, on another
scale entirely. I am most grateful that Lipa's
brushstrokes adorn this album's canvas.

My dear friend Chesky Weisz is a bold
Chassidishe Yid whose compositions are
infused with that quintessential yw»mon
oyy we all cherish. What fundamentally

sets him apart is his quiet generosity and
7o, alongside his open, kind, and ynmixn
yxn—qualities I've been privileged to
witness firsthand. My intrigue with his work
began with "Sukkalah" (my duet with my
father) and grew as we worked on his album
Hashpuos (which I produced, featuring my
father MBD). Now, he offers a delightful
twist with the unique approach he took

on "Hodu Lo." Its debut appearance on

one of my own albums is a contribution I
wholeheartedly welcome!

Continuing with special "firsts" and esteemed
friendships, I entrusted Mendy Hershkowitz
with the arrangement for a song of distinctly
sophisticated and complex musicality
composed by Moshe Feld. Knowing his
profound musical acumen, I was confident in
his ability to realize the song's full potential
on every level. While Mendy has previously
crafted arrangements for my father's Yeedle
productions, this marks the first Mendy
Hershkowitz, Sonic Duo arrangement to
appear on one of my own albums.

Beyond his musical contributions, Mendy
also tuned my perspective on the transitions
in the current music world, offering a
nuanced view on the interplay and balance
of social media and streaming platforms.
His insights have undoubtedly enriched the

composition of this album's narrative.

Nachman Dreyer & Avi Dror, renowned for
their masterful guitar and keyboard artistry,
collaborated for the first time on jointly
crafting a sublime musical arrangement.

This unique
collaboration, however, took a serendipitous
turn, requiring two Israelis to meet in New
York: during a visit by my Achi, Avi Dror—
my often uber-gracious and hilarious host

in Israel, the keyboard player with magical
hands and a brain that creates brilliant music
as fast as card tricks—he bridged the range
from Israel, syncing them up to create the
pulsing arrangement for "Pega."

I welcome Heedy & Aitch Bee Ess to my
list of talents I am working with for the first
time. They each contributed their superb skills
to the 171mn track and elevated it with their
novel takes and contributions.

And finally, in a moment that's particularly
close to my heart, you'll hear my first proper
duet with my son, the incredibly talented
Chaim Lazer.
